The Community
Conversation happened in June 2023 bringing together many
stakeholders to share their vision for the town.
This led to the GAST priority document being written. Each area of
travel created a working party to consider the emerging issues of
access, travel options, destinations and transport which were
examined in greater depth. The working party brought together
representatives from local organisations including, Derbyshire
County Council, High Peak Borough Council, as well as
representatives from local businesses, community groups, schools,
walkers, and cyclists etc. Its purpose: to shape an inspired vision of
future travel in the town.




What you told us

We have gathered data through observation, engagement and
survey which confirms that Glossopdale Is an area restricted on
developable space for wider roads so the idea of cycle lanes and
separate footpaths is limited. An off road desirable, viable and safe
route has been identified as a solution to the restrictive road
network, this is a bold, but achievable vision for Cycling and
Walking, for separate walking and cycling provision.

Glossopdale is an area where many residents see public transport as
a preferred option to car usage, they want good connections in all
directions and between modes, and where transport providers are
working towards providing zero carbon vehicles. A town where
